Funded by the Education Bureau, and collaborated with the consultants from the Centre for the
Learning-study and School Partnership (CLASP) of the Hong Kong Institute of Education (HKIEd),
and the English-Speaking Union Hong Kong, the Hong Kong Teachers Drama Association has
launched the captioned teacher training project in four secondary schools. Over 20 English teachers
and 16 classes of students have participated in the project and the Association has been sharing our
experience with all Hong Kong English teachers through workshops, seminar, and performances.

In June, 2009, we ran two 15-hour workshops to share our experiences with more than 40 English
teachers. The comments from the teachers were encouraging. As recommended by the participants,
the Association will run more workshops in November, 2009.
